I Alice Brennan of Prospect Bay in the County of Halifax and Province of Nova Scotia, Widow, do hereby make and publish this my last Will and Testament.


First I give and devise to my eldest son Edward Brennan his heirs and assigns That lot, piece and parcel of land situate on the Eastern side of Prospect Bay aforesaid and described as follows that is to say;

Beginning at the South Western corner boundary on the shore of said Bay, of land lately of John Fawson deceased thence running Eastwardly by the Southern line of said Fawson property to the Western side line of the public road leading from Gaul’s or Power’s to the main Post Road between Halifax and Prospect, thence Southwardly by said Western side line one hundred feet more or less, thence Westwardly parallel to the Southern line of said Fawson property or a continuation of said line and distant there from one hundred feet perpendicularly to the waters of Prospect Bay aforesaid and thence Northwardly by the shore of said bay to the place of beginning


Second, I give devise and bequeath to my son Peter Brennan his heirs and assigns all the rest and residue of my property real and personal, hereby charging the said residue with the payment of any debts that I may lawfully owe of my funeral expenses and of a sum sufficient to procure seven masses to be said for the repose of my soul.


Third, I hereby make constitute and appoint Nicholas P. Christian, Esquire of Prospect and my said sons Edward and Peter Brennan and the survivors or survivors of them executors and executor of this my last will and testament.
