First I give and bequeath to my wife Elizabeth, my dwelling house in Prospect in which I now reside with all the household furniture contained therein, Also to her I give my store, stage, boats, seines, and nets to be her own during her life time and after her death the dwelling in which we now reside to become the property of my youngest son Patrick Christian to be his own forever together with the furniture therein. And the store, stage, boats, nets, and seines after her death to be equally divided between my three sons Martin, William, and Patrick Christian.

Secondly I give and bequeath to my three sons Martin, William and Patrick Christian my property at Prospect Bay consisting of Dwelling house, barn, farm and woodland, also the small clearing at the waterside known as Duggan=s Point, to be equally divided between them whenever they wish to do so mutually.

Thirdly after the death of my wife Elizabeth I give and bequeath to my three sons Martin, William and Patrick Christian all the land I own in the Village of Prospect together with the wharf connected to my store and whatever privileges I possess in the Christian property in the Cove to be theirs forever.

Fourthly as a request I ask my three sons, Martin, William and Patrick Christian to kindly treat my daughter Elizabeth Christian during her life and keep her among them as best they can.

And I hereby appoint Patrick Christian of Prospect Executor of this my last will and testament.

Codicil Proved on December 15th 1888, upon depson of Laurence G. Power, a witnesses.

I John Christian Sr., of Prospect in the County of Halifax, fisherman, hereby make and publish this codicil to my last will and testament of the 18th February A.D. 1882.

My beloved wife Elizabeth having died before me, it is my will that my dwelling house and other property shall be disposed of upon my death as it is provided in my said will, that it should be upon her death.

I conform to my son John the title to the ??? of land between land of James Power and land of my nephew John Christian being southwestward of the road leading through Prospect to Halifax which my said son heretofore occupied.

I give and bequeath the sum of twenty dollars to the Roman Catholic Priest of Prospect for the time being with the request that he will say masses for the repose of my soul and that of my deceased wife.

In all other respects including the appointment of Patrick Christian son of my deceased brother William as Executor, I ratify and conform the said will.
