Proved on Saturday, the 14th day of October, A.D. 1893, upon the deposn. Of James Simmons, one of the subg. Witnesses.

This is the last will and testament of me Charles Coolen of Shag Bay in the County of Halifax, Province of Nova Scotia at present of Three Mile House Settlement in said County.


First I leave all my property both real and personal of every kind whatsoever after the payment of any just debts I may owe to my dear wife Mary Elizabeth for life. And I devise and direct that she shall have during her life the full enjoyment and comfort thereof for all purposes, and the full control and use of all boats, nets, or fishing gear of any kind belonging to me.


Second upon the death of my said wife it is my will that my homestead house and property at Shag Bay where I now live together with my land and provisions at Larry’s Cove shall go to my four sons, Peter, William, Charles and George as tenants in common in fee simple [?]


It is my desire that should either or any of my said four sons desire to sell his interest in the said peropty he should first offer the same to any brother or brothers who may then be living and continuing to hold their interest therein and that such brother or brothers should have the opportunity to buying and holding said share as tenants in common. If there be more than one brothers desire is not to be taen as throwing any doubt upon the title of a purchaser of such share should any of my said sons contrary to my wish sell otherwise than [unreadable, three words].


My homestead house and property before mentioned is to include said house and property surrounding it including the land on the eastern side of Shag Bay and south of said house and on the shore of said Bay.


All the rest and residue of my said Estate both real and personal I bequeath at the death of my wife to my children living at that time and to the children of any deceased child share and share alike, the children of a deceased child to make the parents share.


I nominate and appoint my aid wife Mary Elizabeth and my son William to be executors of this my Will.


I do will and desire that the sum of on hundred and fifty dollars which I owe my son in law Philip Gough or as much there of as may be due at my death shall be a charge and live on my homestead property above mentioned and the same shall be held by those to whom it devised subject to payment of the same.
