I Michael Duggan the Elder of Prospect in the County of Halifax and Province of Nova Scotia Fisherman do hereby make and publish this my Last Will and Testament.

1. It is my will that all my lawful debts and the expenses of my interment including the cost of a head stone shall be paid out of my personal estate.

2. I give and devise to my daughter Jessie Duggan and her heirs all my real estate at that part of the western side of Prospect Bay commonly known as the Winter House Cove.

3. I give and devise to my son Michael Duggan and his heirs one undivided half part of a wood lot lying close to the old road some distance eastwardly from the Head of Prospect Bay aforesaid granted to one John Power and owned by the said John Power and myself as tenants in common and containing altogether one hundred acres.

4. I give and devise all the residue or remainder of any real estate, including dwelling house, stores, stage, water lots and lots of land in the Village of Prospect aforesaid to my son Michael Duggan above named and his hairs.

5. I give and devise and bequeath to the Parish Priest of Prospect (belonging to the Roman Catholic Church) at the time of my death the sum of twenty dollars with the request that he will say or cause to be said Masses for the Eternal welfare of my soul.

6. I give and bequeath to my wife Katherine Duggan the sum of Three hundred dollars together with the furniture in my dwelling houses and it is my will that this provision shall be in lien and satisfaction of dower or any other right she may have or claim in my property.

7. I give and bequeath all my boats, seines nets and other fishing gear to my said son Michael Duggan

8. As I do not propose to make any further provision for my son Laurence Duggan than has been already made, I give and bequeath all the residue of my personal property of Every description (including money) to my four daughters Mary, Eliza, Margaret and Jessie in equal shares for their sole and separate use free from the control of their present or any future husbands, and it is my will that the receipts of my said daughters shall be sufficient discharges to my executors upon the payment of the said shares or legacies to the said daughters, and it is my will that the children of any deceased daughter shall for the purposes of this bequest represent their mother.

9. I hereby make constitute and appoint William B. Christian and Nicholas P. Christian both of Prospect aforesaid Traders Executors of this my Last Will and Testament
