4647 Proved on Thursday the 21st day of March AD 1895, upon the deposition of David Coolen, one of the subscribed witnesses.

In the name of God Amen. Know all men by these presents that I, James T. Redmond of Shag Bay in the County of Halifax, Province of Nova Scotia, fisherman, being aged and in firm of body, but sound in mind, do with a view to a settlement of my earthly affairs by this my last Will and Testament, made this Tenth day of September in the year of our lord one thousand eight hundred and ninety, bequeath to my two children named respectfully Edward Morgan Redmond, and Martha Alice Redmond, my share of Real Estate being one fourth wheresoever situated, also my House, outbuildings, etc, as also all my fishing materials and interest therein, household goods, and all and sundry every other matter unto my belonging and I further will and divest that the said John Collier be the Executor of my Will. 


In the event of the death of either one of my children the survivor becomes the possessor.

In the event of the death of both, I do hereby and herein bequeath one half of my possessions both real and personal to John Collier and his children Isabella and David Collier also one half to Thomas and Lawrence Redmond children of Lawrence Redmond.

In the even of my children Edward and Martha contracting marriage and having children my possessions both real and personal to go to them. But in the event of the aforesaid Edward and Martha Redmond having no children, my possession both real and personal to go to the aforesaid John Collier and his children Isabella and David Collier and Thomas and Lawrence Redmond children of Lawrence Redmond on half as before mentioned.

In the event of either of my children Edward and Martha Redmond marrying the aforesaid John Collier Executor to have full control of all my possession both real and personal until my youngest child Edmund Redmond attains the age of twenty one years.

In the event of the death of Thomas and Lawrence Redmond children of Lawrence Redmond their shares or as before mentioned one half of my possession to go to Annie White my sister.
