First, I give and bequeath unto my beloved wife Elizabeth Ann Toler all the use improvements and income of all my Real and personal Estate of whatsoever [-----] To have and to hold the same during the term of her natural life for her support and maintenance and should the same not be sufficient for her support and maintenance then and in that case I give her full power and authority to sell and dispose of either or part of the whole of any said estate either Real or personal at her discretion for her support and maintenance as aforesaid.


Second in the even of my said wife not requiring to sell or dispose of my said Estate for her requirements as aforesaid, at her decease I give and bequeath the whole or residue as the case may be of my Real and Personal Estate unto my step son Joseph Richard Bishop and his heirs and assigns forever upon considerations never the less that he the said Joseph Richard Bishop pay or cause to be paid to his brother Robert Bishop the sum of one Hundred and twenty dollars of lawful money of Canada.


Third, I do nominate and appoint Richard Janett and William Bishop to be Executors of this my last Will and Testament hereby revoking all former wills by me made.
